· To assist the production team, stage management team and Production Manager in running of fit–up and get outs & managing local crew when required, as well as overseeing the loading/unloading of trailers, where necessary.
· To work with Lighting department during the fit ups and get-outs.
· To operate the follow spot if necessary.
· To be responsible for the operation and safety of pyrotechnics if required.
· To be available to run the shows throughout the week, teaching cues & scene changes, overseeing local crew and supervising the setting and resetting of shows.
· To work with the stage management team to deal with any prop maintenance that may be required and to be responsible alongside the ASMs for day to day maintenance of the set and props.
· To assist with the pre-show set up. 
· To provide carpentry maintenance where necessary throughout the tour.
· To appear onstage in blacks during the interval or wherever necessary during the performance.
· To be an active member of the touring team, working to support and assist staff in all departments and providing support and assistance to the end of the get-out on Saturday nights.
· To carry out all other duties normally associated with the role of a Technical Swing on a tour of a first-class play.
· To comply with the various policies of the Producer and each touring venue on Social Media, Equal Opportunities, Harassment, Smoking, Alcohol, Drugs and Health and Safety.
